group a large sheet of paper and a marker.  Brainstorm times of transition for children, identifying and recording as many as
 possible in three minutes. When time is up, let one member

count the responses for the group; a second member should

select the transition that happens the most frequently in a

day; and a third member should determine the most unusual

transition stated by the group.
Method of activating prior knowledge – Define the word
transition and give everyday examples.

Method of setting purpose – Write learner goals, social goals
and vocabulary goals on the classroom chart.
