	Entire Class:     Use PS 1-1 Playground                                                                                          Time:   15 - 20 minutes
Introduction – 
1. Open PS 1-1 Playground

2. Save the file to the H drive as Lastname Firstname Playground
3. On LCD, show students the toolbox and the black triangle meaning there are more tools below the current tool
4. Show where the layers panel is and how to close and open it

5. Visibility button on layers

6. Movement of layers

7. Change the layer stack order

8. Renaming layers

9. Changing the opacity of layers

10. How many layers can exist

1. Open PS 1-2 Balloons in flight

2. Save the file to the H drive as Lastname Firstname Balloons
3. On LCD, show students how to delete the Background layer.

4. Click Layer, New, Background from Layer.

5. Follow instructions in book on pages 2-10 to 2-22 with students to:

a. Add a layer

b. Delete a layer

c. Make a selection

d. Move a selection

e. Defringe a selection

f. Create a layer group

g. Move layers to the layer group

h. Rename a layer

i. Adjust opacity

j. Layer Comps

k. Flatten an image

Method of activating prior knowledge –
1. Go over terms as you practice layers on Playground
Method of setting purpose – (What are we going to do with this information?)
1. Learn to use layers to achieve the desired result
2. Be able to identify terminology related to layers by matching terms with vocabulary words
