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EFE Career and Technical Education Funding Overview

This document is designed to help schools understand their CTE funding so coordinated spending plans can be developed to maximize CTE student performance. These funds are to be used only for your school’s state-approved CTE programs.
Expenditures should support CTE student improvement by addressing one or more of the following indicators:
· Prepare students for high wage and/or high need careers

· Academic attainment in mathematics and reading/language arts
· Technical skill attainment as measured by industry recognized assessment

· Secondary school completion

· Post-secondary transition into continuing education, military, or employment

· Recruitment and retention of non-traditional students

· Identification and support for Special Populations Students
· Development and implementation of CTE programs of study
· Professional development for educators related to above goals

CTEI Grant

The CTEI Grant is made up of state funds and requires districts to develop and amend budgets on-line through IWAS.  Purchases can only be made after the district budget is approved by EFE #330 and the ISBE.  All expenditures should be pre-approved by building administration.  Once approved, the district is authorized to make expenditures.  When EFE #330 receives sufficient state payments, funds will be forwarded to the school district office.

Function code 1000 is for items needed for the teaching of students (student use) or the direct interaction between teachers and students.  Examples include: 
· 1000.400 instructional supplies, software, supplemental curricula
· 1000.700 is used for instructional equipment (items greater than $500, less than $2,000) and the district is responsible for maintaining and submitting inventory to EFE #330
Function Code 2210 signifies improvement of instruction and examples include:

· 2210.100: substitutes, program planning, overtime stipends and coordinator salaries

· 2210.300: professional development registration, travel, technical assistance

Function code 2120 indicates guidance services, examples include:

· 2120.400 career awareness materials

After total allocation is spent and/or encumbered, the district must send EFE #330 copies of the CTEI Grant expenditure request forms, P.O.s, invoices, and the ledger report to receive final payment.
Perkins Grant

Federal funds managed by EFE #330 to support approved CTE programs.  Schools are encouraged to request larger purchases from the Perkins Grant.  All requests should be pre-approved by building administration.  Schools complete the Perkins Grant expenditure request form and include quotes, vendor information, and any other information necessary to make the purchase.  EFE #330 will make all purchases.  Funds can be used for instructional equipment, supplies, software, supplemental curricula and teacher aides to support CTE special populations students.
Elementary Career Development

State funds that are managed by EFE #330 to support K-8 career development activities. These funds support the Eighth Grade Career Conference, Career Cruising system, Trade-Up, etc.
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
